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Under “Download and Install R,” choose “Linux,” “MacOS X” or “Windows (95 and later).”  If you choose Windows, on the next page choose “base,” and on the following page (see below) choose “R-2.5.1-win32.exe” (or just click this link) to download the setup program.

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If you choose MacOS X or Linux you will need to read through the instructions to find the downloads you need for your machine.

Once you have downloaded the setup program, execute it and follow the instructions for installing R on your system.  If you have an earlier version of R already installed, you may continue to use it, or you can uninstall it and then install the most recent version, which is R-2.5.1.

Once R is installed, open it.  You will see the following interface:
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The > symbol is a prompt, after which you will enter a command using R syntax.  We will provide you with all the commands you will need for this course.  Note that to end an R session you can type q() at the prompt, or you can go to the File menu and select Exit.  You will be asked, “Save workspace image?”  Answer “Yes” if you have created any new objects (to be discussed soon) that you may want to use again in a future session.
